I belong to Apollo 
Paul's success in 
winning converts in 
Corinth, Greece 
attracted a large 
interest among other 
missionaries.   One 
of these was an 
Egyptian Jew by the 
named of Apollos. 
The latter knew only 
a limited amount about Christianity, having been a disciple 
of John the Baptist. In Ephesus Paul took him aside and 
explained the full range of Jesus' teachings. Apollos then 
went to Corinth and founded a second church. Peter also 
seems to have followed this pattern. Eventually there were 
four separate Christian communities in the city and a jealous 
struggle developed between them. Paul teaches that there 
should be only one church--that of Jesus Christ. It would be 
a universal or catholic church.
