Did Jesus ride two Animals?
Jesus wanted to make a
public statement of his role
as Messiah. He knew that this
would provoke the
Jerusalem leaders and force
a response. He accomplished
this by a  triumphant
procession from Bethesda, a < ™%
small village on the east slope of the Mount of Olives.
Matthew's gospel interprets this as a fulfillment of the
prophecy of Zechariah 9:9--"Your king... is coming to you on
a donkey; he comes on the colt of a donkey." The prophet
was using poetry to describe the event. Hebrew poetry
usually repeats thoughts using different words. It rhymes
thoughts instead of sounds. Hence, the repetition of "donkey"

and "colt" are meant only to convey the humility of the king.

Christ
entered Jerusalem not as a conquering king on a charger
but "riding on an ass" to show that he was the humble servant
of all men, he clearly foresaw the sufferings and torments
that would be his in that city, before the week was out.

Lenten preparation for Easter

Fasting & Abstinence: Catholics aged 14 and older are to
abstain from meat Good Friday and all the Fridays
throughout the year. In addition on Good Friday Catholics
age 18-59 fast, limiting themselves to one full meal and two
smaller meals.

Prayer: Catholics are encouraged to pray more during Lent,
especially with Scripture. Lent is also an ideal time to
receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation in preparation for
the celebration of Christ’s Passion, Death and Resurrection.
Almsgiving: Moved by the sacrifice of Christ, many
Christians combine almsgiving with fasting; giving to the
poor the money they saved by buying less.
